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Binder 5 (Box 2) 

N.B.: The documents which comprise Box 2 (now binders 4 and 5) have been re-arranged to 
more accurately reflect the original order. The documents are now in chronological order. By 
putting them in chronological order the correspondence numbers also run in sequence, as they 
would have originally. While this re-constructed order more accurately reflects how the 
documents would have been housed originally, it is not how the documents are currently housed 
at the provincial archives. 

This binder consists primarily of two sets of Minutes of decision and sketches. The first set is 
submitted by Powell to the Chief Commissioner of Lands and Works in April 1880. 

With respect to the collection of Minutes of decision found under Correspondence No. 775/80, there 
are maps/sketches contained in the provincial collection not found in the federal collection. Most 
notably, a sketch showing allotments around Salmon River which were not confirmed as reserves 
[pp. 42a, 46], The provincial collection also contains Sproat's Minute of decision for the Campbell 
River Indians which had been removed from the federal collection [pp. 47-48]. 

In discussing his work in the Cape Mudge-Campbell River area, Sproat remarks: 

It is likely, that, at no distant date, a mission or agency of some kind for their [the Indians'] 
good may be established either near Cape Mudge or Campbell River. 

Were the people to cease roaming and settle down to an industrious life a larger area of land 
than has been absolutely assigned would be required for their use. 

A considerable portion of the land absolutely assigned is not good. The Indians claimed the 
whole of Valdez Island, but it was explained to them that the Queen's wish was that they 
should have their favourite resorts, and what they could use and that land not required by the 
Indians and which might be used by whites could not be locked up." [Corr. No. 775/80, pp. 
53-54] 

Sproat's work in the areas identified in Correspondence No. 775/80 was outside the Yale District. 
Sproat had never received formal authority from the province to undertake work outside the Yale 
District, despite his repeated requests. Consequently, virtually none of the Minutes of decision in 
this Correspondence No. were ever confirmed as reserves, unless O'Reilly later re-confirmed it. 
O'Reilly re-visited the areas identified in these minutes a number of times and re-allotted most of the 
reserves. It should be noted that in the majority of cases, O'Reilly's allotments were larger than 
Sproat's and more clearly defined. 

This stands in good contrast to Sproat's Minutes as put forward in Correspondence No. 655/80. This 
work did fall within the Yale District. Virtually all of Sproat's allotments were confirmed. Only in 
a few instances did O'Reilly re-allot or re-adjust any of the lands. 

One of the complaints about the work of O'Reilly is the "speed" at which he allotted reserves. This 
"speed" has been based upon the dates of the Minutes of decision. This same criticism could be 
made of Sproat. In the Minutes found in Correspondence No. 655/80, the Minutes of decision for 
the allotments of reserves for more than one group have the same date (eg. Kanaka Flat, Siska and 
Skuppah]. A l l ten reserves for Boothroyd have the same allotment date. As it is highly improbable 
that Sproat would have visited all these areas in one day (just as it was highly improbably O'Reilly 
did), the Minute of decision date would appear to be an administratively assigned date based upon 
Sproat's work in the area at that time. 
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Powell's transmission of these two sets of Minutes appears to be his final submission of work 
undertaken by Sproat. Those submitted in July 1880 (Corr. No. 655/80) reflected work done by 
Sproat some 18 months earlier, while those submitted in August 1880 (Corr. No. 775/80) reflected 
work done primarily in the previous year (1879). Sproat's resignation had been accepted by 
Vankoughnet (DSGIA, Ottawa) effective March 31,1880. By July 1880, Peter O'Reilly had been 
appointed as Indian Reserve Commissioner [See also, Kennedy, Reference Guide ..., pp. 122-25]. 
Interestingly, however, the Minute of decision for Fort Rupert 1 is dated July 27, 1880 when other 
Minutes of decision for the area are dated in November 1879. July 27 would have been some 
months after Sproat's official resignation and within a week of O'Reilly assuming office. There is 
no explanation provided for the discrepancy in the allotment date.

1 Powell forwards Sproat's Minutes of decision to G.A. Walkem, CCLW. The original pages were a purple/blue colour with sketches 
glued onto the page. In some cases, the sketch covered the wording of the Minute of decision. In instances where this has occurred, two 
copies have been made: a black and white copy showing the complete Minute of decision and a colour version with the sketch The federal 
copy of these minutes were bound into a book. Although the content is the same, the orientation and colour of the sketches is sometimes 
different. The covering letter states that the Minutes of Decision were provided "for the following places Spuzzum to Lytton, Nicoamen 
(part) Cook's Ferry, Cold Water [sic] in Nicola Valley, Upper Similkameen." Numerous groups are within this geographic area including:

1 0 Sproat states that Mr. Alexander wishes to give a portion of his land, on which there are two "Indian houses" to the Dominion 
Government and that the grazing lands for the Spuzzum Indians are assigned "in commonage" with Indians in the Nicola District at 
Coldwater. 

1 1 This allotment is the first area described, consisting of 5 acres, or thereabouts. Sproat incorrectly identifies the side of the river. The 
reserve is actually on the left side of the river. The same side as the Yale-Cariboo wagon road. [See p. 32a, this binder]

1 2 Sproat describes two allotments in relation to Hell's Gate. He incorrectly identifies the right and left banks of the Fraser River. The 
Yale-Cariboo waggon road is on the left bank of the river. The area identified by Sproat as being "near the Yale-Cariboo wagon road 
... to consist of 5 acres, or thereabouts (p. 15) would appear to be Austin Flat 3. The area identified as being "ten acres ... nearly 
opposite" was not confirmed as a reserve. Sproat also allotted the "right of access to and encamping on a strip of land ... about a mile 
above Hell's Gate ..." There is a note after this description which states: "This need not be surveyed." The federal collection version 
contains the additional phrase: "cannot survey a right of access." The sketch found at p. 32a shows the three areas in red. There is a 
notation on the sketch indicating the location of the "right of access." The area coloured red to the right of that allotment is where Austin 
Flat 3 is located.

2 4 Sproat orients this reserve to the unsurveyed pre-emption of a settler named Jamieson. At the end of the M.O.D., Sproat notes that there 
is a graveyard in located on the right bank of the Fraser called" Allats." He does not appear to set it aside and it appears not to have been 
confirmed as a reserve.

1 3 7 This allotment appears never to have been confirmed as a reserve. There are no reserves at Nimpkish (a.k.a. Karmutzen) Lake. 

1 3 8 Sproat identified this group as "Kwah-kewlth". They are currently known Kwakiutl. Sproat's allotments for this group were not 
confirmed by B.C. It is noteworthy that Sproat omits any comment about the Douglas Treaty with these Indians. The Minutes in the 
federal collection are in a slightly different order.

This reserve is also known as Tsa-kis 1 and was encompassed within the Douglas Treaty 
of February 8, 1851, Sproat notes that the Indians are to have prior right to water for household and other purposes. [See PILQ, p. 11;

1 4 0 Sproat's description for this reserve is somewhat problematic. The northwest corner of the Hudson's Bay Company pre-emption is 
the same as the northwest comer of the R.C. Mission. The HBCo. pre-emption is considerably larger than the area where the fort is 
located. This area was also encompassed within the Douglas Treaty dated February 8,1851. [See Federal Collection, vl. 18, pp. 179,186;

1 4 3 This reserve was to include an islet in Bull Harbour known as "Indian Island". Sproat also recommended that the settler in the vicinity 
of the main Indian village not be disturbed as he has made improvements to the land "and as the Indians expressed a desire to have several 
white traders near them." It would appear, however, that the islet was not included in the reserve. 

1 4 4 Sproat identifies this area as Cape Commerell, however it is now known as Cape Sutil. [See Walbran (1971), pp. 478, 540]
